LAW-MAKING SUGGESTIONS

These bill suggestions will help you plan your own law-making debate.

The School Sport Bill 201_

A Bill for an Act to make sure each Australian student does sport every school day.
+ The law will start from the beginning of next year.
+ Schools will offer a minimum of 45 minutes sport each day.

The Plastic Bag Bill 201_

A Bill for an Act to charge for plastic bags.
+ The law will start from the beginning of next year.
+ Shoppers will be charged five cents for each plastic bag they use.

The Australian Youth Employment Bill 201_

A Bill for an Act to establish a federal scheme to provide employment for unemployed
Australian youth.
* A person registered under this scheme may be enlisted to work on federal programs.
+ This scheme will apply to all unemployed people between the ages of sixteen and
twenty-one.

The Prime Ministers Tenure Bill 201_

A Bill for an Act to limit a prime minister’s time in office to six years or two terms.
+ A prime minister's term will begin from the first day of a sitting of a new Parliament.
+ A prime minister’s term will end after six years of service or after serving two sessions
of the Parliament.

The TV Viewing Time Bill 201_

A Bill for an Act to limit the amount of time children can spend watching TV.
+ The law will start from the beginning of next year.
+  Children under the age of 18 may watch a maximum of one hour of TV per night.
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
